| was about six years old and
staying with my Grandparents
while my mother was ill. It was
the winter of 1956 or '57.

It
must have been either school
vacation or maybe the weekend,
because my Grandmother
wouldn’t have let me go on a
school night. | ran to the closet
with Grampa to get my coat, hat
and mittens.

| sat on Grampa's lap so |
could see out of the windshield.
The little Jeep made the famil -
iar gear whine as we bounced
over the rough winter road. The
6-volt headlight barely made a
dent in the darkness. The can-
vas flapped in the 30 mph speed
we were traveling. What hap-
pened next is forever seared in
my memory. It is the stuff of leg -
ends. If any vehicle could pull
off a miracle (after all, it was a

bonified war hero) it would be
our little Jeep. Dick never
slacked off as we blasted
through the plow furough and
into Harold's driveway. With
the blade up halfway, Dick
pushed windswept snow, that by

now were 3 to 4 ft drifts. It was
a total whiteout, coming over
the hood and back onto the
windshield. Snow sifted into the
warm little cab. It blew on my
face and melted as it hit. The
Jeep started to shake as we lost
momentum. Dick knew just how
much to push it before pressing
the clutch, or the tires would
break loose. Our first pass took
us in maybe 50 ft. and that was
with the blade halfway up!

We just kept Dblasting
through. Dick would back way
up, put it in second gear, low
range and push the gas pedal
down to the bell housing. The
little 4-cylinder engine was just
screaming. Grampa would hug
me tighter as we battered the
white fortress in front of us. |
can't describe in words how pun -
ishing Dick was on his Jeep. It
just kept on taking everything
he could dish out and asking for
more. A couple of times my head
made contact with the wind-
shield, but my thick wool hat
Grammy made me cushioned it.
We made a road down to the
mill that a bulldozer couldn’t
accomplish! | can only guess
how long it took. It had to be
close to two hours before we
were finished. | went to sleep
that night a sold little cowboy.

The Jeep legend, believe it!

P.S. My love affair with old
Jeeps continues today. | have
owned Paul Smith’s 1948 now
for about eight years.
