A few weeks back I wrote
about a typical day at the Gulf
Station, but here was one small
thing I forgot. I forgot to tell
about the gas delivery truck
that brought gas to Dick’s every
morning. Back in the 50’s it was
delivered in a small tank truck
just like your fuel was. The tank
held about 750 gallons. Dick
bought his gas from Jordan and
Morse out of Whitefield, but the
tank farm was in Littleton. The
driver of that little truck was
Merit Morse.

Anyone named Merit is a
grand wizard. It’s one of those
names like Ethan or Carroll or
Zebulon, that conjure up visions
of an all-knowing, can-do-any-
thing type of person.

Merit was never called Merit
though. Everyone called him
“Mose”. Mose had a slow drawl
when he talked. Not unlike Lee
Merrow, he also possessed a
very sharp, keen wit. Also, not
unlike Lee or my grandfather
Earl (“Rosie”). “Mose” and
“Rosie” go way back and had
been friends for years. They
traveled down to the Fryeburg
Fair every fall with several
other Grand Wizards. They
stopped going to the Lancaster
Fair in 1958, when they did
away with betting and more
importantly, the girlie show.

… Dick got some shrinking gasoline?
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“They’ve ruined the Faya!” is
what Grampa said. The fair
seemed to recover nicely though,
didn’t it?

Mose and Rosie always had a
little bet going. The bet was,
that Grampa would sell out on
gasoline before Mose got there
in the morning. The old fella
came close a couple of times, but
Mose always got there in the
nick of time. “I had her layin’
right on 18 or 19 (mph) on the
flat by the open air theater
Rosie, Mose would say. “I knew
you were low, so I had every-
thing open but the windshield
all the way.”

Both Mose and Rosie remem-
ber back when 18 or 19 was a
good speed for a loaded truck.

After Mose hung up his dou-
ble-clutchin’ boots and split-
shiftin’ mittens, several other
drivers took over the fuel deliv-
eries.

In the late 70’s or early 80’s,
Dick had the old ground tanks
removed and replaced with
much larger double wall tanks.

Mt. Washington Kennel Club news
By Daniel Mowery

Boarding kennels can be
roughly divided into two cate-
gories, those that provide basic
care and those that offer some

extra catering needs. The basic
kennel provides indoor and out-
door runs, along with an exer-
cise yard. These areas must be

Getting ready to board your canine in a new kennel — Part 1 of 2
cleaned frequently, and need to
have plenty of ventilation. They
must also offer several kinds of
food to meet many special diets.
The kennel might even feed on
the schedule your pet is accus-
tomed too. The kennel should
know a lot about dog medica-
tions, especially the basic kinds
for thyroid, diabetes and aller-
gies. Your pet should be flea-
free along with being up-to-date
on all shots. These include the
bordatella vaccine (kennel
cough).

A fancy frill kennel may
include any or all of the follow-
ing: Grooming or bath before the
dog returns home, pick-up and
delivery service, daily walks,
special housing for sick or elder-
ly dogs, toys, exercise areas for
dogs that can be penned togeth-
er for short periods, obedience
training, a gift and supply shop,
an intake examination of the
dog, lush bedding, and an oppor-
tunity to visit with kennel staff
in a lounge area.

I must admit my shelties
don’t care if they are in a frilly
kennel or a basic kennel. Most
dogs do well in a kennel with
indoor-outdoor runs, feedings
twice a day, and a caring staff
that pays close attention to the
animals. Most dogs also do well
in a kennel with indoor runs if
they are walked twice a day.

Kennel frills are for the owners,
not the dogs. Music, walks in
the woods, structured playtime,
fluffy blankets, and other
amenities may relieve the
owner’s sense of guilt at leaving
the dog in the kennel, but they
generally add to the cost.

Call now to arrange a visit to
see the kennel. Ask for an
appointment in mid-week; good
kennels are very busy on
Mondays and Fridays as dogs
come in or go home. If you can’t
get an appointment to see the
facility, you should cross that
kennel off your list. First
impressions are important.
When you arrive for the visit,
check to see that most of the
runs are clean—it’s almost
impossible to keep all the runs
clean all the time, so cut some
slack for a few dirty runs here or
there. Sniff the air. The kennel
should have a clean smell, not
one generated by stale urine or
old feces. If sour kennel smells
waft into the office while you’re
chatting with the owner or man-
ager, you’ll probably want to go
somewhere else. You’ll be able
to tell the difference between a
kennel that has urine and decay
soaked into the woodwork and a
kennel that is basically clean
with a run or two that was dirt-
ied after the morning scrubbing.
If the kennel yard is full of

debris, if the building is in need
of serious repair, if the food
bowls are dirty and the water
bowls scummy, go to the next
kennel on the list. Take a look at
the kitchen where the dog meals
are prepared; it should be clean,
food should be in barrels or in
the refrigerator, etc. Ask ques-
tions about feeding schedules,
extra charges to give heartworm
pills or medications, or anything
else you wonder about. If you
like the kennel and it’s booked
for the time you’ll be away, get
put on a waiting list and make a
reservation at your second or
third choice. If a space becomes
