As a former flatlander I have

She
would th en open i t and go
through every single thing in
the box. Her words at this time
were few and well chosen. She
would repeat the phrase, “what
is this?” as she plowed through
the morass of forgotten but not
discarded items she found with -
in the box. It has to be said that
the range of irritation, invective
and utte r  astoni shment  she
could convey using just those
three words was very impres -
sive. First, because she imag -
in ed th e job shoul d be done
quickly and efficiently and she
would brook no hindrance, there
was plain irritation and impa -
tience, as in: “WHAT is this?”

My
mother, glowing in the knowl -
edge that she had Done Her
Duty or at least had tried to,
would relax, and we’d turn on
the telev isi on and watch the
Gary Moore Show.
