during the race, then it’s all
show business. Tony Stewart is
the best all-around driver in the
game but he needs to get a han-
dle on his emotions, which after
last weekend at Talladega are at
an all-time high.

+ NASCAR has announced
that Tony Stewart, Driver of the
No. 20 Chevrolet, has been fined
$10,000 and placed on probation
until Dec. 31, 2007 for failing to
fulfill his post-race media obli-
gation following the Subway
Fresh Fit 500 at Phoenix
International Raceway. How
does that old saying go? “He who
laughs last...laughs best.” Some
call it a knee-jerk reaction by
NASCAR to Tony’s radio show,
but it is in the rule book and
yes...

* Eric Darnell, starting at
