• Twenty pounds lighter,
Tony Stewart resumed his
famous fence climbing victory
celebration in his sponsor’s
home city, Atlanta, capturing
his fourth victory of the season
and second in seven events in
the Chase for the Nextel Cup, a
race that he isn’t a part of.
Stewart is racing only for the
thrill of victory and is on the
way to stealing the spotlight
from Chase contenders. Jimmie
Johnson kept Stewart in sight
at the finish to post his third
top-two finish in the last three
races (one win and two seconds)
and moved to within 26 points of
Chase point leader, Matt
Kenseth.

• Chase contender, Kevin
Harvick, opted on Saturday to
forgo the final Cup practice ses-
sion in favor of competing in the
Busch series event at Memphis.
Harvick has already clinched
the Busch Series title and I
would think should be focused
on stock cars or any form of rac-
ing’s most coveted prize, the
Nextel Cup. Bad decision…an
understatement? In Sunday’s
Bass Pro Shops 500 Harvick
found himself down 2 laps to the
leader at the half-way point and
eventually finished 31st, four
laps in arrears, slipping from
second all the way to sixth in the
points chase.

• Brian Hoar of Williston,
Vt., has captured the 2006
Lincoln Electric/Merriam-
Graves Track Championship at
New Hampshire International
Speedway (NHIS) in the
NASCAR Grand National
Division, Busch East Series.
Driving the No. 9 Goss Dodge
sponsored Dodge Charger, Hoar
finished fifth at the New
England 125 in July and second
at the New Hampshire 125 in
September to garner the title.
He was the runner-up in the
2005 Busch East Series Track
Championship and will return
to the American-Canadian Tour
(ACT) to compete for the Tour
championship in 2007. Mike
Olsen of North Haverhill, the
2006 Grand National Division,
Busch East Series Champion
and New England 125 winner,
placed second in the NHIS
Track Championship standings.
Kelley Moore, Scarborough, Me.
native, New Hampshire 125
winner and 1993 Busch East
series Track Champion was
third. The awards will be pre-
sented at the Speedway’s
Annual Holiday Champion
Dinner on Thursday, December
14, 2006.

• Kevin Harvick, who
clinched the 2006 Busch Series

championship one race ago at
Lowe’s Motor Speedway, put an
exclamation point on his record
breaking season with his eighth
win of the year on Saturday.
Harvick won the Sam’s Town
250 after a thrilling “green-
white-checker” finish at
Memphis Motorsports Park,
capturing his 25th career victo-
ry in the series. Steven Wallace
lost control of his car and
touched the wall with four laps
to go—bringing out the 15th
caution of the day and setting
the stage for the final “green-
white-checker” finish, which
was implemented by NASCAR if
a race goes into extra-distance
due to a late caution period. In
this circumstance drivers have
just one opportunity and two
laps to decide the outcome as
the green flag is displayed to
restart the race and the white
flag—indicating the final lap—
is waved on the very next cir-
cuit.

• International racing star
Juan Pablo Montoya finished
11th in his NASCAR debut at
Memphis Motorsports Park on
Saturday in the Busch Series
Sam’s Town 250. Montoya, a for-
mer Indianapolis 500 winner,
CART champion and Formula 1
driver, qualified ninth for his
NASCAR debut and spent most
of the first half of the race in the
top-ten, before settling in for an
11th place finish. Montoya com-
mented after the race, “If I’m in
the top 10, yes it’s like a victory.
For me, I want to win. As I told
you, we have the learning
process and everything, but at
the end of the day, we’re here to
win. We’re not here to, oh, we
finished 10th.”

• Mike Bliss held off a hard-
charging Terry Cook to win his
first Craftsman Truck Series
race since September 2002,
Saturday at Atlanta Motor
Speedway in the EasyCare
Vehicle Service Contracts 200.
Bliss passed rookie Erik Darnell
with 10 laps to go and held off
Cook by .2 seconds in a race that
set a track record 21 lead
changes among nine different
drivers. The day didn’t go well
for Todd Bodine and Johnny
Benson, the two point standings
leaders as both drivers were
involved in different incidents
that left them several laps
behind the lead pack. Bodine
finished two laps off the pace in
25th while Benson missed seven
laps in the garage to repair his
truck and finished 29th, losing
only seven points to Bodine.
Bodine holds an 86-point lead
with only three races left in the
season.

• Representing NASCAR’s
Busch Series, Martin Truex
made it two in a row Saturday
in the Crown Royal IROC race
at Atlanta Motor Speedway.
Nextel Cup driver Tony
Stewart, who entered Race Four
with a 15-point lead over fellow
Cup driver Matt Kenseth,
clinched his first Crown Royal
International Race of
Champions (IROC) champi-
onship and banked the $1 mil-
lion first-place purse. Stewart,
an Indiana native, now holds six
different major national
Motorsports championships,
which include : NASCAR Nextel
Cup (2002, ’05), IRL Indycar
Series (1997), US Auto Club
(USAC) National Midget (1994-
95), USAC National Sprint Car
(1995) and USAC National
Silver Crown Car (1995).
Stewart is also the only driver to
win all three USAC crowns in
the same season. The conclusion
of the 2006 IROC Series also
concludes the term of Crown
Royal as the title sponsor. The
ever-popular IROC Series,
which pits champions from
many different series in identi-
cally prepared cars is one of
stock car racing’s most exciting
series and is actively pursuing a
new title sponsor for 2007.

• “There is a lot of buzz circu-
lating the racing community
and Riverside Speedway right
now,” stated General Manager,
Dick Therrien. Therrien’s
excitement couldn’t be con-
tained as he discussed the com-
ing 2007 season. “We already

have six new late models com-
mitted for 2007 and the biggest
news going in the local racing
world is our new Outlaw
Sportsman division. This new
division has peaked the interest
of several racers that have
either been on the sidelines, or

started their careers at
Riverside Speedway.” Therrien
is also expecting growth in his
support divisions. 2007
Riverside rules meetings have
been scheduled for Sunday,
Rumors-----------------------
