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* Jimmy Johnson is closing
in on his first Nextel Cup title.
Johnson has been all but sensa-
tional of late, finishing second or
better in the last five Nextel
Cup events climbing back into
contention and riding an unoffi -
cial 63-point lead over Matt
Kenseth into the season’sfinale
event this weekend at
Homestead-Miami. After years
of walking down the aisle as a
bridesmaid, Johnson  will
emerge the Cup’s bride barring
utter disaster.

Craig Curione, a crew member
for the No. 10 of Scott Riggs was
fined $10,000 and suspended
indefinitely last week for shov-
ing Kevin Harvick on pit road
immediately following the
Nextel Cup event at Texas
Motor Speedway. The tackle
knocked Harvick, his wife,
DeLana and NASCAR official
John Sacco to the pavement.
The Harvicks were not injured,
but Sacco was taken to the
infield medical center with a
sprained ankle. “We apologize to
Kevin and DeLana Harvick,
NASCAR, our partners and our
fans for this incident,” team co-
owner James Rocco said. “The
behavior demonstrated by the
involved crew member was in
violation of the (Ray Evernham
Racing) employee code of con-
duct and will not be tolerated.”
Harvick, who is known for his
temper and past aggression,
was more than a little unhappy
with the situation, but main-
tained a sense of maturity and a

level head. Harvick has request -
ed that Evernham not dismiss
Curione—thumbs up Kevin.
