The first
suspension was in March 2004,
after Grubb tested positive for
banned substances. Grubb was
reinstated on June 7 of this year
and has since participated in
five Busch Series events. The
reinstatement required Grubb
to comply with the stipulations
of the NASCAR substance poli-
cy, which included periodic test-
ing. This should be the last time
for Grubb, with hundreds of
very talented short track drivers
vying for the big leagues the
sport has no room for this type
of behavior.

“You can't help the weather,”
the old saying goes, and that
was certainly true for New
Hampshire this spring. Record
rains came during peak week for
the grouse hatch in the southern
portion of the state. And then
the following week, steady rain
settled in to the North Country
during peak hatch week.

However, not all is doom and
gloom for upland game hunters
this fall. Grouse are hearty
birds and smaller broods have
been seen, which indicates re-
nesting efforts. Also, biologists
up north have been seeing good
numbers of woodcock with
broods. The woodcock are earli -
er nesters than grouse, so the
young had time to grow before
the wet weather set in.

With the summer windin g
down and crisp mornings replac -
ing hot and humid ones, it's
time for those who love fall bird
hunting to get ready. There are
plenty of excellent hunting
areas in  northern New
Ham pshire, and with a little
homework you can find good
ones south of the White
Mountains, too! Biologists count
on field observations from
hunters to give them valuable
